ASPARAGUS LARGE LEAF

ÅOne of the most 
popular asparagus type 
planted in the world. It 
is all green with tight 
tips which are ideal for 
fresh market. In high 
temperature, the 
harvest time is longer 
than other varieties.



BABYCORN TENDER ORION 

ÅBred especially to 
produce mini corn - this 
variety produces 3-5 
cobs per plant and 
should be picked before 
the tassels appear. 
Tender cobs can be 
eaten raw or cooked.



BROCCOLI GREEN SPROUTING

ÅHas large flower heads, 
green in color, arranged 
in a tree-like structure 
branching out from a 
thick, edible stalk. The 
mass of flower heads is 
surrounded by leaves. 
Broccoli resembles 
cauliflower, which is a 
different cultivar group 
of the same species.

Lettuce 'Great 
Lakes' stands well 
without bolting during 
hot summer weather. 
Sow successionallyfor 
continuous crops



LETTUCE LOLLO RED

ÅHeavily frilled green 
leaves with dark red 
edges.

ÅRed-edged, heavily frilled 
leaves provide soft, 
texture, and color. More 
compact and slower 
growing than other 
lettuce types. Much 
darker red than regular 
LolloRossa
